2.Promotion to Sec 5N(A)

Students who qualify for PFP/DPP are strongly advised
to accept PFP/DPP over 5N(A).

O-Level exam is more challenging & require significantly
more effort & hard work than N-level exam.

(New) Students who wish to return for Sec 5N(A) are
required to complete an online reflection form by 1 Jan
